Chairman’s Shield

Nominated by the Chairman of the Craft Guild of Chefs to any college /catering establishment, and presented to the Vice Presidents Council, which has demonstrated the most exceptional student results over the past year. (These results must be proved and submitted).
Chairman’s Award

Awarded to any member or individual, nationally, who has proved to have given extraordinary service to the Craft Guild of Chefs.  A detailed citation must be submitted, with the nomination. 
Order of Merit

This is the highest award given for Meritorious and Outstanding service over a long period of times, in furthering the aims and objectives of the Craft Guild of Chefs.  It is awarded only in Exceptional circumstances. 
 Minimum 20 years membership.

Vice President
Nominees for election to Vice President will be accepted by the Vice Presidents Council.  A detailed citation must be submitted. This award will be presented to a member who has displayed exceptional dedication to The Craft Guild of Chefs.
Governors
Nominations for Election to Governor should be submitted by the Chairman of the Craft Guild direct to the Chairman of the Vice President’s Council. 
   In view of the importance of and the dignity expected of the holder of this title, the decision of the Council of Vice Presidents is final.

Gold Medal
Awarded for long and outstanding service to the Craft Guild of Chefs, held an organising position on a committee within the Craft Guild of Chefs.  (Minimum 10 years membership).
Silver Medal (Silver Tie pin/ Brooch)
Awarded to any member for service in an organising capacity and the furtherance of the aims of the 
Craft Guild of Chefs.  (Minimum 5 years membership).

Bronze Medal (Lapel badge)
Awarded to any member who is actively involved in the work of the Craft Guild of Chefs, nationally or locally.  (Minimum 3 years membership).

College Diploma
To be presented to a college outside the Greater London Area who has displayed enthusiasm, Industry 
Involvement and promotion of the Craft Guild of Chefs.  A detailed citation must be submitted with the nomination.
Company Award

This award will be presented to Business Partner who has shown particular involvement and significant support to any event during the last year.  A detailed citation must be submitted to the Honours and Awards Committee.
FREQUENCY OF AWARDS

Honours and Awards are made annually for the previous year.  The Honours and Awards Committee will issue a memorandum to all members and members of the Committee of Management requesting nominations for consideration.

Awards should normally be progressive in the order Bronze, Silver, Gold, Governor etc.
Special Awards maybe awarded at the discretion of the Vice Presidents Council.
